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The Olympic flame is a symbol of the Olympic Games. However, it might
surprise you to learn that for the first thirty-two years of the modern Olympic
era*, which began in 1896, the Games had no flame at all. It wasn’t
(X ) the Amsterdam Olympics in 1928 that the first flame of the modern
era was seen. And the first use of a torch relay happened eight years after
that, at the 1936 Summer Olympics in Berlin.

The flame’s origins lie in ancient Greece, where a fire was kept burning
throughout the celebration of the ancient Games festival. Thatis ( Y ),
now, every four years, the Olympic torch is first lit* at a ceremony at the
Temple of Hera*, in Olympia, near the site of the original Games. The fire to
light the torch is created by focusing the sun’s rays using a specially-shaped

mirror. 7Once lit, the torch is immediately transported to the ancient

Olympic stadium, and there, it is given to the first runner. From the ancient
stadium, the torch is then relayed across the world until it reaches the final
location of that year’s Olympics.

The flame is transported in many ways ( Z ) the Olympic torch relay,
not (yjust by runners on foot. To get across oceans and seas, air travel is
often used. At various times, the flame has also traveled by boat, by car,

underwater (carried by a diver), and even by satellite. )In fact, almost

every kind of transport you can imagine has been used at different times. In

the event that™ the flame is put out during its journey, there are several
backup sources kept in reserve nearby. The backup flames are also lit at the

same site and in the same way as the original.
